THE CORPORATION OF THE TOWN OF MIDLAND

BY-LAW 2021-24

A by-law to regulate parking within the Town of Midland
and to repeal By-law 2010-76, as amended.

WHEREAS Sections 11 (3) of the Municipal Act, 2001, S.O. 2001, c.25 (the “Municipal
Act, 2001”) states where a sphere or part of a sphere of jurisdiction is assigned to an
upper tier municipality non-exclusively by the Table, its lower tier municipalities have the
power to pass bylaws under that sphere or part;

AND WHEREAS Section 11 (3)(1) of the Municipal Act, 2001 being the sphere of
jurisdiction for highways, including parking and traffic on highways is assigned to all upper
tier municipalities non-exclusively;

AND WHEREAS Section 11 (3) (8) of the Municipal Act, 2001 being the sphere of
jurisdiction for parking except on highways is assigned to all upper tier municipalities non-
exclusively;

AND WHEREAS Sections 100 and 100.1 of the Municipal Act, 2001, allows for the
passing of by-laws regulating or prohibiting the parking or leaving of motor vehicles on
private property without the consent of the owner;

AND WHEREAS Section 101 of the Municipal Act, 2001 allows for the removal and
impounding or restraining and immobilizing of any vehicle, at the vehicle owner’s
expense, parked or left in contravention of the by-law;

AND WHEREAS Section 7.1 (1)(c) of the Fire Protection and Prevention Act, 1997 S.O.
1997 c.4 (“Fire Protection and Prevention Act”) authorizes municipal councils to pass by-
laws designating private roads as fire routes along which no parking of motor vehicles
shall be permitted;

NOW THEREFORE THE COUNCIL OF THE CORPORATION OF THE TOWN OF
MIDLAND HEREBY ENACTS AS FOLLOWS:

1. DEFINITIONS:

For the purpose of this by-law, definitions not included within this section shall be
as defined in Section 1 (1) of the Highway Traffic Act, R.S.0. 1990, C.18, as
amended (“Highway Traffic Act’), and any successor thereto, and apply
accordingly.

1.1 "AUTHORIZED SIGN" means a sign or other device placed or erected on
a highway or elsewhere pursuant to the provisions of this by-law or
approved by the Ministry of Transportation of Ontario for the purpose of
regulating, warning or guiding traffic.

“‘BICYCLE” includes a tricycle and unicycle, but does not include a motor
assisted bicycle.

‘BOULEVARD” means:

(a) that portion of a highway, paved or unpaved between the Town
property line and the curb line but does not include the sidewalk; or

(b)  any centre median strip or island separating two (2) roadways.

"BUS STOP" means that part of a highway designated by a sign where
buses will stop to take on or let off passengers.

‘COMMERCIAL MOTOR VEHICLE” means a motor vehicle having
permanently attached thereto a truck or delivery body and includes
ambulances, hearses, casket wagons, fire apparatus, buses and tractors
used for hauling purposes on a highway.

“CORNER” means the point of intersection of curbs or edges of the travelled
portion of the highway.

‘CROSSWALK” means:

(@) that part of a highway at an intersection that is included within the
connections of the lateral lines of the sidewalks on opposite sides of
the highway measured from the curbs, or, in the absence of curbs,
from the edges of the roadway; or

(b)  any portion of a roadway at an intersection or elsewhere distinctly
indicated for pedestrian crossing by signs or by lines or other
markings on the surface;

(c) but excludes pedestrian crossovers.

"CURB" shall include the edge of the roadway and gutters.

"CURB LINE" means the line of the curb, or, where no curb is constructed,
the edge of the travelled portion of the highway.

"DESIGNATED SCHOOL CROSSING" means a crosswalk which is
established and specifically designated by signs to facilitate the crossing of
a highway by school children.

‘“ACCESSIBLE PARKING SPACE” means a designated parking space or
parking area under this by-law for the exclusive use of a vehicle displaying
a permit in accordance with the requirements of the Highway Traffic Act,
and the regulations there under and this by-law.

‘“ACCESSIBLE PARKING PERMIT” means an accessible parking permit
issued under the Highway Traffic Act, and is currently valid, or a permit,
number plate or other marker or device issued by another jurisdiction and
is currently valid and recognized under the Highway Traffic Act and the
regulations there under.

"DRIVEWAY" means improved land on a highway which provides vehicular
access from the roadway to a laneway or a parking area on adjacent land.

‘DISABLED PERSON” means any person who is confined to a wheelchair,
restricted to the use of crutches or braces, or who is otherwise permanently
disabled in such a way that his or her mobility is seriously restricted.

‘DISABLED PERSON IDENTIFYING MARKER” means a marker
consisting of the international symbol for the disabled person, issued in
connection with a permit by the Ministry of Transportation (Ontario).

"FIRE CHIEF" means the Fire Chief of the Town or such person as he may
designate to carry out his duties under this by-law.

‘FIRE ROUTE" means any private roadway designated by the Fire Chief
under the Municipal Act, 2001.

"HIGHWAY, ONE WAY" means a highway upon which the movement of
vehicular traffic is limited to one direction.

“HEAVY TRUCK" means any commercial motor vehicle having an
unloaded vehicle weight in excess of four thousand five hundred (4,500)
kilograms (9,925 pounds), but does not include ambulances, buses, fire
apparatus, vehicles owned by or operated for the Town, County of Simcoe,
the Ministry of Transportation (Ontario) or any utility.

"HIGHWAY" includes a common and public highway, street, avenue,
parkway, square, place, bridge, viaduct or trestle, designed and intended
for, or used by the general public for the passage of vehicles, including
unopened and unassumed highways.

"INTERSECTION" means the area embraced within the prolongation or
connection of the lateral curb lines or, if none, then of the lateral boundary
lines of two (2) or more highways that join one another at an angle, whether
or not one highway crosses the other.

"LANEWAY" means improved land adjacent to the highway which provides
access from the highway to a parking area on adjacent land.

"LARGE VEHICLE" means any vehicle having a vehicle weight greater
than two thousand three hundred (2,300) kilograms (5,060 pounds).

"LEAVE OR LEFT WHEN PROHIBITED" means the parking of a motor
vehicle:

(a) in excess of any time limit so posted; or

(b)  where atime limit is not posted in excess of two hours; or

(c)  for any use other than the normal use intended for the property.

"LOCAL BOARD" means a local board within the meaning of Municipal Act,
2001.

"LOT" includes a block, preserve or other parcel of land which can be
alienated or conveyed separately and apart from any abutting lands.

“MANAGER OF OPERATIONS” means the Manager of the Operations for
the Town of Midland, or his or her designate

"MOTOR ASSISTED BICYCLE" means a bicycle:

(a) fitted with pedals which are operable at all times to propel the bicycle;

(b)  weighing not more than fifty-five (55) kilograms (120 pounds);

(c)  which has no hand or foot operated clutch or gearbox driven by the
motor and transferring power to the driven wheel;

(d) having an attached motor driven by electricity or having a piston
displacement of not more than fifty (50) cubic centimetres (3 cubic
inches);

(e)  which does not have sufficient power to enable the bicycle to attain
a speed greater than fifty (50) kilometres per hour (30 miles per hour)
on level ground within a distance of two (2) kilometres (1.25 miles)
from a standing start.

‘MUNICIPAL LAW ENFORCEMENT OFFICER” means a person
appointed by By-law as a Municipal Law Enforcement officer by the Council
of The Town of Midland, or his designate.

“MOBILE APP” means as Town approved mobile application that allows
the user to pay for a parking session on a mobile device or through an online
process for a period of time for which a vehicle may be parked in a
designated parking space or location.

“MOTORCYCLE" means a self-propelled vehicle having a seat or saddle
for the use of the driver and designed to travel on not more than three (3)
wheels in contact with the ground and includes a motor scooter, but does
not include a motor assisted bicycle.

"MOTOR VEHICLE" includes an automobile, motorcycle, motor assisted
bicycle unless otherwise indicated in the Highway Traffic Act and any other
vehicle propelled or driven otherwise than by muscular power, but does not
include a street car, or other motor vehicles running only upon rails, or a
motorized snow vehicle, traction engine, farm tractor, self-propelled
implement of husbandry or road-building machine within the meaning of the
Highway Traffic Act.

“MUNICIPAL LOT PERMIT" is a pass or permit to park a motor vehicle
within a designated municipal parking lot for the specified duration.

"MUNICIPAL PARKING LOT" shall mean land or structures which have
been set apart, designated or established by the Town for the parking of
motor vehicles.

"OCCUPANT" when used in relation to property, means:

(a) the tenant of the property or part thereof whose consent shall
extend only to the control of the land of which he is tenant and
any parking spaces allotted to him under his lease or tenancy
agreement; or

(b) the spouse of a tenant; or

(c) a person or the Town of Midland, or a local board thereof, having
an interest in the property under an easement or right of way
granted to or expropriated by the person, the Town or local board
whose consent shall extend only to the part of the property that is
subject to the easement or right of way; or

(d) a person authorized by an occupant as defined in 1.37 (a), (b) or
(iii), to act on the occupant's behalf for requesting the
enforcement of this section.

“OFFICER” means a Municipal Law Enforcement Officer, Police Officer, or
any other person appointed by by-law to carry out the enforcement of this
by-law.

"OWNER" when used in relation to a vehicle means the last registered
name on file with the Ministry of Transportation.

"OWNER" when used in relation to property means:

(@)  the registered owner of the property; or

(b)  the registered owner of a condominium unit, whose consent shall
extend only to the control of the unit of which he is owner and any
parking spaces allotted to him by the condominium corporation or
reserved for his exclusive use in the declaration or description of the
property; or

(c) the spouse of a person described in (1.37) (a) or (b); or

(d)  where the property is included in a description registered under the
Condominium Act, 1998 S.O. 1998, c. 19 (Condominium Act) the
Board of Directors of the condominium corporation; or

(e)  a person authorized by the property owner as defined in (1.37) (a),
(b), (c) or (d) to act on the owner's behalf for requesting the
enforcement of this by-law.

"PARKING LOT SPACE" means a portion of the surface of a parking lot
normally designated by lines painted or marked on the surface of the
parking lot.

"PARK OR PARKING" means when prohibited, the standing of a vehicle,
whether occupied or not, except when standing temporarily for the purpose
of and while actually engaged in loading or unloading merchandise or
passengers.

"PEDESTRIAN" means a person on foot or an invalid, child or other person
in a wheeled chair or baby carriage.

"PARKLAND" means any and all land owned by or made available by

lease, agreement or otherwise to the Town that:

(a) has been or hereafter may be set apart, designated, dedicated or
established by the Town as public parkland, including the water areas
and shoreline of such property; or

(b) is maintained by the Town as a boulevard, median, landscaped buffer
area or walkway.

"PARKING METER" means an electronic or mechanical device, with the
necessary standard for same, for the purpose of controlling and regulating
the parking of any vehicle in a parking space and measuring and recording
the duration of such parking for a specified fee.

“PARKING MACHINE” means a mechanical or electronic device which is
designed to receive coin or other payment, and which may produce a
receipt authorizing a vehicle to remain parked in a designated parking space
for a period of time not to exceed the expiration time specified on the display
or receipt.

"PARKING SPACE" means:

(a) a portion of the surface of the travelled portion of the highway or
of the shoulder forming part of a highway, designated by suitable
markings, the use of which for parking vehicles is controlled and
regulated by a parking meter and/or designated for angle parking
only; or

(b) on private property an area designated by suitable markings, the
use of which for parking vehicles may be controlled and regulated
by a parking meter and/or designated for angle parking only.

"PERMIT" means an identifying marker issued by the Ministry of
Transportation (Ontario).

"PRIVATE PROPERTY" is any land owned by individuals or corporations
other than the Town.

"PRIVATE ROADWAY" includes a lane, ramp or other means of vehicular
access to or egress from a building or structure and it may include part of a
parking lot.

"PUBLIC TRANSIT VEHICLE" means a motor vehicle owned by or
operated by the Town, County or provincial authority which is designed for
carrying ten (10) or more passengers and used solely for the transportation
of persons upon payment of a prescribed fee.

“PERSON" means any human being, firm, association, partnership, private
club, incorporated company, corporation, tenants in common, joint tenants,
agent or trustee and the heirs, executors or other legal representatives of a
person to whom the context can apply according to law and for the purpose
of this by-law includes the owner or driver of a vehicle.

“POLICE OFFICER” means a Police Officer appointed pursuant to
subsection 15(1) of the Police Services Act, R.S.0. 1990, c.P.15 and
amendments thereto.

"ROADWAY" means that part of the highway that is improved, designed or
ordinarily used for vehicular traffic, but does not include the shoulder, and,
where a highway includes two (2) or more separate roadways, the term
"roadway" refers to any one roadway separately and not to all of the
roadways collectively.

"SCHOOL BUS" means a bus used for the transportation of children to and

from school that.

(@) bears on the rear thereof the words "Do not pass when signals
flashing"; and

(b) is equipped with two (2) red signal lights on the rear thereof and two
(2) red signal lights on the front thereof; and

(c) is painted chrome yellow with black lettering and trim.

"SHOULDER" means that part of the highway immediately adjacent to the
roadway and having a surface which has been improved with asphalt,
concrete or gravel for the use of vehicles.

"SIDEWALK/FOOTPATHS" means that portion of a highway as is set aside
by the Town for the use of pedestrians.

“STAND” or “STANDING” when prohibited, means the halting of a vehicle,
whether occupied or not, except for the purpose of and while actually
engaged in receiving or discharging passengers.

“STOP" or “STOPPING”, when prohibited, means the halting of a vehicle,
even momentarily, whether occupied or not, except when necessary to
avoid conflict with other traffic or in compliance with the directions of a
Police Officer or of a traffic control sign or signal.

“SIGNS" shall include any sign or other device erected or placed on a
highway, private or Town property for the purpose of regulating or guiding
traffic.

"TAXICAB STAND" means the area designated by the Town to be used
by a taxicab while waiting for or picking up goods or passengers.

"TOWN" means The Corporation of the Town of Midland.

"TOW AWAY ZONE SIGN" means signage depicting an area designated
by this by-law where a vehicle may be towed away forthwith.

"TOWN PERMIT" means a permit, other than Municipal Lot Permit, that has
been issued by the Town pursuant to this by-law.

"TRAFFIC SIGNAL OR TRAFFIC CONTROL SIGNAL" means any device
manually, electrically or mechanically operated for the regulation of traffic.

"TRAILER" means a vehicle that is at any time drawn upon a highway by a
motor vehicle, except an implement of husbandry mobile home, another
motor vehicle or any device or apparatus not designated to transport
persons or property, temporarily drawn, propelled or moved upon such
highway, and except a side car attached to a motorcycle, and shall be
considered a separate vehicle and not part of the motor vehicle by which it
is drawn.

"UNAUTHORIZED MOTOR VEHICLE" is a vehicle that does not have
affixed thereto current identification issued and displayed in accordance
with the provisions of this by-law.

“VEHICLE" includes a motor vehicle, trailer, traction engine, farm tractor,
road-building machine, bicycle and any vehicle drawn, propelled or driven
by any kind of power, including muscular power, but does not include a
motorized snow vehicle or a street car.

"VEHICLE WEIGHT" means the weight of the vehicle itself, as set out in the
manufacturer's specifications.

"WVETERANS LICENSE PLATE” means a licence plate issued by the
Ministry of Transportation of Ontario to a vehicle owned by a Veteran, and
in which, at the time of parking, was driven by a Veteran, or a Veteran was
a passenger therein.

"WHEELCHAIR" means a chair mounted on wheels driven by muscular or
any other kind of power and used for the carriage of a person who has a
physical defect or disability.

"WORKING DAY" means any Monday to Friday inclusive, between 9:00
a.m. and 6:00 p.m., which is not a statutory holiday.

WORD USAGE

(a) As used in this by-law, words used in the present tense include the future;
words used in the masculine gender include the feminine and neuter; and
the singular number includes the plural and the plural the singular.

(b) The headings and subheadings used in this by-law shall not form a part
of the by-law, but shall be deemed to be inserted for convenience of
reference only.

(c) “May” shall be construed as permissive.
(d) “Shall” shall be construed as imperative.
EXPRESSION OF TIME

Where, in this by-law, any expression of time occurs or when any hour or other
point of time is stated, the time referred to or intended shall be reckoned as
standard time except in periods when daylight saving time is declared to be in
effect, then, during such periods, the time referred to or intended shall be reckoned
as daylight saving time.

INTERPRETATION

Where there is any conflict between the provisions of this by-law and the provisions
of the Highway Traffic Act, the provisions of the Highway Traffic Act shall prevail
to the extent of the conflict.

ENFORCEMENT
This by law shall be enforced by an officer.
GENERAL PROVISIONS

(1)  The Supervisor of Municipal bylaws, or his designate shall have authority to
place or erect and to maintain such authorized signs as are required to give
effect to the provisions of this by-law.

(2) No person shall place, maintain or display on any highway, any sign,
marking or device which purports to be, or is an imitation of, or resembles
an authorized sign or which conceals from view or interferes with the
effectiveness of an authorized sign.

(3) A Police Officer, the Supervisor of Municipal bylaws and the Manager of
Operations of the Town of Midland, or their designates are hereby
authorized to place or erect and to maintain temporary "No Parking" signs
and "No Stopping" signs on any highway.

The Schedules to this by-law shall form part of this by-law and each entry
in a column of such a Schedule shall be read in conjunction with the entry
or entries cross there from and not otherwise.

A Municipal Law Enforcement Officer or Police Officer, at any time, may
cause the removal and impounding or restraining and immobilizing of any
vehicle, at the vehicle owner's expense, any vehicle parked or left in
contravention of any section of this by-law.

DISTANCES

(1)

Where a distance is used in this by-law as part of a prohibition of parking or
stopping within a specified distance of an object, structure, land or part of a
highway, such distance shall be measured:

(@)  from the projection of the nearest curb line or edge of the roadway in
the direction stated unless it is specifically stated otherwise, and

(b)  along the curb or edge of the roadway from a point in such curb or
edge of roadway opposite such object, structure, land or part of a
highway, unless the context otherwise requires, and

(c)  from such object, structure, land, or part of a highway in all directions,
and;

(d)  all distances/dimensions are measured in the metric measurement
unless otherwise stated.

EXEMPTIONS - IMPRACTICAL

(1)

This by-law applies only to highways forming part of the road
system under the jurisdiction of the Town.

If compliance therewith be impractical, the provisions of this by-law shall not
apply to:

(a) ambulances, Police, Fire Department, or public utility emergency
vehicles; or

(b)  vehicles of the Town or vehicles contracted by the Town where such
vehicles are actually engaged in the performance of cleaning,
maintenance, repair, construction, snow removal or other work on
any highway within the Town; or

(c) any vehicles while actually engaged in works undertaken for or on
behalf of the Town, The County of Simcoe, or the federal or provincial
government; or

(d)

where compliance therewith would be impractical due to the
placement of bus stops for public transit vehicles, the provisions of
this by-law shall not apply to public transit vehicles.

PARKING, STOPPING AND STANDING

9. METHOD OF PARKING

(1)

No person shall park any vehicle on any highway or portion thereof, other
than one way street or highway or where angle parking is permitted, except
as follows:

(@)

Where there is a raised curb or rolled curb, parking shall be limited
to the right side of the roadway, having regard to the direction which
the vehicle had been proceeding, and with its right front and right
rear wheels or runners parallel to and distant respectively not more
than fifteen (15) centimetres from such curb; or

Where there is no curb or rolled curb, parking shall be limited to the
right side of the roadway having regard to the direction which the
vehicle had been proceeding, and with its right front and right rear
wheels or runners parallel to and near to the right hand limit of the
highway as is practical without parking on the sidewalk or boulevard.

When parking on a one-way street, where permitted, no person shall park
a vehicle other than in the direction designated for vehicular traffic and:

(@)

With the left front and left rear wheels or runners parallel to and
distant respectively not more than fifteen (15) centimetres from the
curb or in the absence of curb as near to the left-hand limit of the
highway as is practical without parking on the sidewalk or boulevard;
or

With the right front and right rear wheels or runners parallel to and
distant respectively not more than fifteen (15) centimetres from the
curb or in the absence of curb as near to the right hand limit of the
highway as is practical without parking on the sidewalk or
boulevards.

Where angle parking is permitted on a highway, no person shall park any
vehicle except at an angle of forty-five degrees (45°) with reference to the
curb or boundary of the roadway and having regard to the direction which
the vehicle had been proceeding on the side of the highway adjacent to the
angle parking zone.

10. PARKING PROHIBITED IN CERTAIN PLACES

(1)

Unless specifically permitted by other provisions of this by law, no person
shall park any vehicle:
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(@)

(c)

(d)

(f)

on any portion of a sidewalk in a manner that would obstruct the
sidewalk;

within three (3) metres (10 feet) of a point on the curb or edge of the
roadway opposite any fire hydrant;

in front of or within 1 metre (3 feet) of any portion of a public or private
driveway or laneway;
within an intersection or within nine (9) metres (30 feet) of an

intersection;

on any roadway having an overall width of less than six (6) metres
(20 feet);

in such a manner as to obstruct traffic;
on any portion of a boulevard;
on any highway for a period longer than twelve (12) hours;

on any highway for a period longer than four (4) hours within the
Boundary limits listed in Schedule “A”;

in such a position as will prevent the convenient removal of any other
vehicle previously parked or left standing;

on any portion of a crosswalk or pedestrian crossover;
where parking is prohibited; or

where parking spaces are designated by lines painted on the
roadway, except within the area designated as a parking space.

11. PARKING OR STOPPING PROHIBITED IN SPECIFIED PLACES WHERE
SIGNS ARE DISPLAYED

(1)  Where signs to that effect are displayed, no person shall park any vehicle
on any highway:

(a)

within thirty (30) metres (100 feet) of any point designated as a bus
or stop as measured on the approach side of such stop or within
twenty-four (24) metres (80 feet) of said stop as measured on the
leaving side of said stop;
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(b)

(n)

within eight (8) metres (26 feet) of the lot on which a fire hall is
located, in front of or on the side of the highway on which the fire hall
is located, or within thirty (30) metres (100 feet) of such lot on the
opposite side of the highway;

within fifteen (15) metres (50 feet) of an intersection;

within fifteen (15) metres (50 feet) of an intersection controlled by
traffic signals;

within fifteen (15) metres (50 feet) of a designated school crossing;
on either side of the portion of highway adjacent to a school property
between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 5:00 p.m. Monday to Friday,

inclusive;

on either side of the portion of highway adjacent to a playground or
park;

within fifteen (15) metres (50 feet) of a pedestrian crossover;

at any accessible parking space unless an identifying marker has
been placed on said vehicle;

on any pier when the pier has been appropriately signed;
on parkland when the parkland has been appropriately signed;

other than a bus in any bus loading and unloading zone when any
such bus loading and unloading zone has been appropriately signed;

a trailer in any parking lot when any such parking lot has been
appropriately signed; or

a bus in any parking lot when any such parking lot has been
appropriately signed.

Where signs to that effect are displayed, no person shall stop any vehicle
on any highway:

(a)

within thirty (30) metres (100 feet) of any point designated as a bus
stop as measured on the approach side of such stop or within twenty-
four (24) metres (80 feet) of said stop as measured on the leaving
side of said stop;

within eight (8) metres (26 feet) of the lot on which a fire hall is
located, in front of or on the side of the highway on which the fire hall
is located, or within thirty (30) metres (100 feet) of such lot on the
opposite side of the highway;

(c) within fifteen (15) metres (50 feet) of an intersection;

(d)  within fifteen (15) metres (50 feet) of an intersection controlled by
Traffic signals;

(e)  within fifteen (15) metres (50 feet) of a designated school crossing;

() on either side of the portion of highway adjacent to a school property
between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 5:00 p.m., Monday to Friday,
inclusive;

(g)  on either side of the portion of highway adjacent to a playground or
park; or

(h)  within fifteen (15) metres (50 feet) of a pedestrian crossover.

No person shall park a vehicle other than a taxicab in a taxicab stand when
any such stop or stand has been appropriately signed. This provision
however shall not apply to any driver of a passenger vehicle who stands
therein for the purpose of and while actually engaged in loading or
unloading passengers where such standing does not interfere with any
taxicabs waiting to enter or exit such zone.

PARKING OR STANDING INTERFERING WITH SNOW REMOVAL AND
