Winter Operations in Midland

We follow the province’s Minimum Maintenance Standards (MMS) which puts priority
roads first to maintain public safety. After priority routes are clear, crews begin the
secondary roads. 

Priority Roads include emergency routes, school zones and business areas. 
Secondary roads include residential and rural roads.

What order are roads plowed in?

A Significant Weather Event may be declared when current or forecasted conditions pose
a serious risk to users of roads and sidewalks. While snow is falling, the roads and
sidewalks will never be completely clear and crews continue to work around the clock.  
Remember, a significant weather event is not a declaration of an emergency. Stay
informed by subscribing to midland.ca/subscribe.

This is to keep our
residents and visitors safe, as well as ensure the longevity of recreational spaces.
